EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

SEVERE WEATHER Q
In the event of severe weather or a tornado, we will activate our tornado siren system. We have tornado shelters at the River Village in the following
locations: Bradshaw Room (in the River Lodge)/ and at Trader Jim’s (out at Oregon Center). The Lake Village also has shelters at the following loca-
tions: Whitetail Lodge (basement) and in the Equestrian Center near the lake. Please remain in these shelters until a staff member has informed you
that it is safe to leave the shelter. Do not walk across open areas in camp if thunder or lightning is present.

FIRE ol

In the event of a fire, the siren will sound followed by announcements and/or a vehicle horn will honk continuously. All those in camp should report
immediately to the flagpole area in front of both village lodges and wait for further instructions.

ACCIDENTS -‘ Emergency

All accidents should be reported to the director. Specific emergency numbers are listed in both Lodges by the public pay phone. Camp Tecumseh YMCA
is part of the 911 EMS system. Camp Tecumseh does not carry camper accident insurance. Camp users and/or their families are responsible for the
cost of injuries that occur.
